The 1,600-kilometre route follows the old roads which the original Indians
once used. As years passed, aeroplanes and snowmobiles became more common and people started to forget
about the old trails. But in 1973, a group of people started the race in order to keep the history of Alaska and its
msdmona! form of transport.
